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Materials:


2 index cards		Paper Protractor		1 half of a straw


1 brad			Tape				1 coin or washer


	





Purpose:  Make an altitude finder to measure the height of celestial objects.





Procedure


	


	FRONT


Cut out the protractor.


Glue protractor to 1 index card, so the BOTTOM edges match.


Cut out along the curve. Note that there is index card showing above the protractor.


Punch a hole at the arrow labeled “VERTEX”


Tape your straw along the top edge. Make sure it is parallel to the edge.





	BACK


Fold card in half, lengthwise, glue shut.


Use a straightedge to draw a line down the middle of the card, lengthwise.


Punch a hole on the line about  2 cm from one end.





Use the brad to connect the two pieces together.
